Renovations

applications in December and January, as key component
of our fundraising for the building renovation.

We think this is a result of a few factors including: the
global financial crisis which saw investment returns and
hence funding pools decline significantly and the previous
Government's policy of decreasing the numbers of
gaming machines which generate income for the
charitable trusts.
 
While there has been an excellent response from all club
members to the various fundraising initiatives over the
last few months and although we have received some
grant money, we are well short of the target we needed
in order to commence the project at this stage.
